Redeploy Information

Welcome back stateside and welcome to the 360th CRCB and the 277th CRCC. All returning personnel will need to be in the CRC dayroom by 0600 for re-deployment briefing Monday thru Friday. Immediately following the briefing they will perform reverse SRP processing.

1.  REDELOY VS DEMOB

 You are considered a REDEPLOY if you are: Active Duty Military or a civilian/contractor and do not need a DD214.  You will report to the 277th CRC at building 503 to process out. 

 If you are a National Guardsman, Reservist or IRR soldier and you need a DD214 to complete your service, you would be a DEMOB.  Demob troops do not report to the CRC, but rather they report to the 5035th GSU at building 2445. 
2.  THE SCHEDULE

 Enclosed is a one-week overview of the demob/redeploy schedule.  Please note that CIF (equipment turn in) is available only three days a week, Monday, Wednesday and Thursday.  Reverse SRP (medical, shots, briefings, chaplain, finance, etc.) is available on Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday.  It is up to you or the party arranging your flight to schedule your arrival so that you may go through on either Monday/Tuesday, Tuesday/Wednesday, Wednesday/ Thursday or on Thursday/Friday.  

  If you arrive on a Friday you will be a guest of ours through the weekend and will continue or begin your redeploy process on Monday.   Please DO NOT arrive on a Friday unless you wish to catch up on your sleep and check out the local sights.

3.  STORED ITEMS

If you came through Fort Bliss and used Transportation to store your items, it would behoove you to make arrangements before returning, to extricate your stored items and reduce delay.  Please email 277th CRC at this email address:  redeploy.277thcrc@us.army.mil.

4.  CIF
CIF occurs three times a week; Monday, Wednesday and Thursday.  You may only go to CIF at our scheduled times or you will be turned away.  Please understand that to process you appropriately, CRC cadre must be present.  Please understand that we are on a full schedule already and are short staffed so it is VERY difficult to accommodate special needs.

Military must be in uniform to turn in issued items.  

Gear must be CLEAN and DRY to be accepted.  They WILL turn you away if you present dirty equipment.

If your gear is destroyed, stolen, or lost you may complete a Report of Survey or Statement of Charges as appropriate.


5.  REPORT OF SURVEY

Report of survey is used when equipment is lost, stolen or destroyed through no fault of the soldier.  Report will be started upon receipt of a completed sworn statement describing the circumstances.  It is advisable to arrive with a DA 3161 filled out and signed by authority from the station departed as well as a memorandum for record from your chain of command explaining what happened.

6.  STATEMENT OF CHARGES

This requires a trip to finance.  Payment can be via check or money order for civilians.  Military personnel will have it taken out of their monthly pay by signing their statement of charges.

7.  REVERSE SRP

Reverse SRP is an abbreviated process of the SRP you completed before deploying.  Please arrive with your 2766 (yellow temporary medical file) in hand and your pocket shot record.  There is a TB test, an HIV draw and administering of any needed boosters/vaccinations.  Finance, Legal, Chaplain, etc will also be part of this process.  This is a critical step in documenting any potential medical issues potentially encountered while deployed.  

8.  RED CROSS

If you are demob/redeploy in conjunction with a Red Cross emergency please be sure to SHOW US you’re Red Cross , message and number. We will do everything possible to expedite your process.

PLEASE do NOT come and ask for special exemption from the process without a Red Cross message.


9.  RECORDS TO PICK UP PRIOR TO DEPARTING FOR HOME

Don’t forget to pick up your medical and/or dental records.  Dental records MUST be picked up by the individual. CRC personnel cannot pick them up for you.

10.  CAC CARDS

Civilians/Contractors will turn in CAC cards back at Bldg 500 where they were issued.  You should receive your original card back upon turning the temporary card in.  

         
11.  AAR

After Action Review is an opportunity both to make suggestions that will help improve the process or commend what you may have liked.  Please fill one out and be specific about what might help or what was helpful.

12.  SCHEDULING YOUR FLIGHT

Be careful of how you schedule your flight home from Fort Bliss.  Our process is designed to take two days with no complications.  There are possibilities for a prolonged stay if you need a Report of Survey,  DD214, help with a health or financial issue or have to clean unacceptable CIF turn in.    You need to keep in mind that if your flight is too early on the day you leave and we have to run you for example, to finance or clothing sales to clear you from CIF, you could miss your flight.  Please schedule for the morning following completion of the process or late enough in the afternoon/evening so as not to pose a problem.
