Fort Bliss to Enact Smoking Cessation Policy:

Fort Bliss command will implement a smoking cessation policy at all Fort Bliss Morale, Welfare and Recreation activities effective Sept. 1.  The Fort Bliss command decision to enact the no smoking rule falls in line with and recognizes the El Paso city ordinance, which took effect in January of this year, prohibiting smoking in all public locations.  The Fort Bliss smoking ban equally will not allow smoking inside any MWR facility, to include designated or specially ventilated areas within a building. Facilities will, however, be allowed to set up outdoor areas to accommodate smokers. Army Family Team Building Classes 

The next AFTB Level II class is scheduled for 20, 21, 22, 26 & 27 Aug; Level III class 17, 18, 19, 23 Sept. For times, and to register for classes, please call 568-AFTB (2382).  Army Family Team Building's "Mi Gente Latina," a social and support group for Hispanic families at Fort Bliss, is offering AFTB classes in Spanish.  This year's schedule of classes taught in Spanish includes: Level 1, Aug. 22 and Oct. 22; Level 2, Aug. 27 to 28; and Level 3, Sep 10 to 11.  All classes are held from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. in the AFTB classroom, located in the Community Services Center, Bldg. 2494 on Ricker Road.  Special classes may also be arranged for other time frames or locations.  The "Mi Gente Latina" group meetings are held at 10 a.m. the second and fourth Tuesday of every month in CSC's AFTB room. What can AFTB do for me?
The most important thing AFTB can do is to prepare family member for life in the military.  By educating the family member, she/he is able to survive all that the military life-style can throw at them.  A spouse that is self-sufficient frees not only the service member, but also the chain of command and chain of concern from worrying about and dealing with day-to-day problems that families have in today's Army. 

I've been an Army spouse for over 10 years. I don't really need AFTB training, do I?

AFTB has Levels II and III designed with your experience in mind.  Level II focuses on leadership training.  These classes build on your experience and equip you to lead family members and volunteers within your unit and other organizations. Level III assists your transition from leader to mentor.  As for Level I, we highly recommend taking Level I so that you can share with other families what Level I has to offer them. 

Do I have to take the classes in order?

No. While we encourage you to take each level in order that you may better understand the next level, you may take the levels according to your interest and schedule

Over-the Counter Medication:  Available to Active Duty and TRICARE Prime beneficiaries. After attending a short class, usually held in conjunction with the Self Care Class, eligible beneficiaries receive a card entitling them to get up to four OTC medications per household, per day, from the WBAMC Outpatient Pharmacy or the CTMC Pharmacy, without having to see a doctor. Pharmacists and technicians ensure that you get the proper medication(s) for the symptom(s) you are experiencing. For more information on this program, contact Community Health Nursing, 568-9959.
