Annex E (Maneuver Areas and Training Facilitie)  CAS Bn SOP for Weapons Firing & Maneuver Area Use

1.  Purpose.  To describe available facilities, establish the procedures for requesting maneuver areas and training facilities, the policy for their allocation, and the safety regulations applicable thereto.

2.  Description.  The maneuver areas are as follows:


a.  Boundaries.  The Fort Bliss maneuver area consists of approximately 380,000 acres as shown in Appendix 2 and this this annex.



(1)  Maneuver Area  1.   Maneuver Area 1 is bounded by UTM coordinates CF 797411, 795236, 784236, 784216 east along south side of loop 375 to 800198, 745188, 745235, 732249, 743272, 672272 (Southern Pacific Railroad (SPRR), and 752411.  It consists of a Northern Section A and a Southern Section B divided by horizontal grid lines 32.  Access is by road which extends east from Airport Road between Biggs Field and El Paso International Airport, by road extending north from US Highway 62 approximately 4 miles east of intersection of US Highway 62 and Airport Road, or by traveling northeast on US Highway 54 approximately 11 miles, then east across the railroad tracks (Appendix 2 this annex).



(2)  Maneuver Area  2.  Maneuver Area 2 is bounded by UTM coordinates CF 954410, 954284, 858284, 858220, 822220, 822237, 832237, 832253, 795253, 797411.  It is subdivided into five sections by vertical grid line 90 and horizontal grid lines 35 and 28.  The letter designation of the sections are as shown in Appendix 2 this annex.  Maneuver area 2D, east of the 90 grid line and south of the 32 grid line is off limits for recreational users except for supervised hunts (deer).  Units using maneuver area 2 will not enter any rock shelters or caves or do any excavation in the area.  Access is gained by traveling through Maneuver Area 1.



(3)  Maneuver Area  3.  Maneuver Area 3 is bounded by UTM coordinates CF 652502, north on the underground pipeline road to 661625, south on War Highway 11 to 585576, to 586573, to 576579, along the road to 540556, 540505, and to 652502.  It consists of an Eastern Section A and Western Section B divided by War Highway 11 (Appendix 3 this annex).



(4)  Maneuver Area   4.   Maneuver area 4 is bounded by UTM coordinates CF 792500, northwest along Hueco Road to 737530, north along dirt road to 740535, north on dirt road at 743555, to 763586, to 763605, to 743665, to 771685, to intersection of dirt road at 774727, west along dirt road to 682733, south on War Highway 11 to 661625, south on underground gas pipeline road to 652502, and to 792500.  It is subdivided into four sections by horizontal grid lines 68, 62, and 57.  The letter designations of the section are as shown (Appendix 3, this annex).



(5)  Maneuver Area  5.   Maneuver Area 5 is bounded by UTM coordinates CF 798500, along US Highway 54 to 914708, west along dirt road to intersection at 774727, south along dirt road to 771685, to 743665, to 763605, to 763586, to 743555, to 740535, south on dirt road to 737530, southeast along Hueco Road to 792500, and to 798500.  It is subdivided into five sections by vertical grid line 83 south on horizontal 65 and vertical 81 south to horizontal 57.  The letter designations are as shown (Appendix 3 this annex).



(6)  Maneuver Area  6.  Maneuver Area 6 is bounded by UTM coordinates CF 830722 to 830854, west along White Sands Missile Range (WSMR) to road to 754854, to 754835, to 715835, to 715824, to 705824, to 705792, to 692792, to 692775, to 688775, to 688773, to 673772, south along War Highway 11 to intersection of dirt road at 682734, and east along dirt road to 830722.  It is subdivided into four sections by vertical grid line 76 and horizontal 78.  The letter designations of the sections are as shown (Appendix 3 this annex).



(7)  Maneuver Area  7.   Maneuver Area 7 is bounded by UTM coordinates CF 915707, north along US Highway 54 to 959787, to 929787, to 929802, to 932817, to 933846, west on WSMR road (except small portions of WSMR property) to 830854, to 830772, and east on dirt road to 915707.  It is subdivided into four sections by vertical grid line 88 and horizontal 79.  The letter designations of the section are as shown (Appendix 3 this annex).
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(8)  Maneuver Area 8.  Maneuver Area 8 is bounded by UTM coordinates CF 752412, along a line with the SPRR north to McGregor Range access road, east to 880500, south to 880480, to 900480, to 900411, and west along Texas-New Mexico state line to 741413 (Appendix 2 this annex).  Only dismounted maneuvering is allowed east of the 84 gridline and north of the 44 gridline.  All vehicular movement in this area will be on established roads and trails.



(9)  Maneuver Area 9. Reference appendix 3 this annex, a range map (NOT TO SCALE) shows the location this  maneuver area.  The exact boundaries for this maneuver area is available at S-3, CAS Bn.



(10) Maneuver Area 10.  Maneuver Area 10 is a grazing area (unit 1) and is fenced on all sides.  Gates are located at DG081197,  DG109146, DG121149, DG125146, DG123137, DG126145, DF185150, DF188129, DG188099, DG183062, DG145062, DG142063, DF129063, DF107064, DF068065, DG054065.  All watering holes/tanks are off-limits within 100 meters.  All vehicular movement in this area will be on established roads and trails.    Reference appendix 3 this annex, a range map (NOT TO SCALE) shows the location this  maneuver area.  The exact boundaries for this maneuver area is available at S-3, CAS Bn.



(11) Maneuver Area 11.  Maneuver Area 11 is a grazing area (unit 2) and is fenced on all sides.  Gates are located at DG054065, DF068065, DF107064, DF129063, DG142063, DG145061, DG141048, DG131008, DF128010, DG127009, DG123001, DG119993.  All watering holes/tanks are off-limits within 100 meters.  All vehicular movement in this area will be on established roads and trails. Reference appendix 3 this annex, a range map (NOT TO SCALE) shows the location of this maneuver area.  The exact boundaries for this maneuver area are available at S-3, CAS Bn.  A bombing range is located in the northeast corner at grid 1204 and is off-limits with 500 meters in all directions.

Gates are located at DG127009, DG128010, DG141048, DG142063, DG145061, DG183062, DG290028, DF245975, DF236969, DG131008.  All watering holes/tanks are off-limits within 100 meters.  All vehicular movement in this area will be on established roads and trails.  Reference appendix  3 this annex, a range map (NOT TO SCALE) shows the location this  maneuver area.  The exact boundaries for this maneuver area are available at S-3, CAS Bn.

All watering holes/tanks are off-limits within 100 meters.  All vehicular movement in this area will be on established roads and trails. (See Appendix 3 this annex for location of SUTA's.)  Use of any of these areas will not exceed 40 personnel or 6 light vehicles.

b.  Facilities available to maneuvering units:



(1)  Maneuver Areas 1, 2 and 8.



(a)  Potable water is available from McGregor Range, Meyer Range, Tobin Wells, Newman at intersection of state line and sanitary fill road, and Fort Bliss.  Using units will provide tankers.



(b)  Bivouac facilities are available at UTM CF 915440.



(c)  A communications net exists in the maneuver areas.  Units may tie into this net with a TA-312 only after prior coordination with the DOIM, USAADACENFB.  Tie-ins are at the following locations:  CF 879437, 875431, 781451.  The Fort Bliss operator will place final call.



(2)  Maneuver Areas 3 through 7 (Dona Ana and Hueco).



(a)  Potable water is available from water towers located at Dona Ana Range Camp, Hueco Camp, and Oro Grande Camp.  Shower facilities are available at Dona Ana Range Camp through arrangements with S3, CAS Bn.



(b)  Military and commercial communications facilities are available at Dona Ana Range Camp, Hueco Camp, and Oro Grande Camp.  TA 312 hookup locations at CF 785504, 773510, 729735, 681722, 685700, 754521, 711538, 682531, 601509, 683658, 637326.



(c)  Storage buildings, messing, POL, maintenance and recreation facilities are available at McGregor, Dona Ana and Oro Grande Range Camps through S-3 Range Scheduling, CAS Bn.



(d)  Emergency telephones are located in the vicinity of US Highway 54 at coordinates:  CF 695301, 742386, 801498, 829557, 751412, 908697, 938774, 971809 and DF 038995.

3.  Restricted Areas.  Listed at Appendix 4, this annex, are areas which have been restricted for use as training areas.  These restricted areas have been set aside to protect important environmental/archaeological sites and underground cable areas from range users.  Unit commanders will Ensure training scenarios avoid these areas and their personnel have the areas marked on unit training maps.
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4.  Scheduling.


a.  Major subordinate commanders, USAADACENFB, will submit maneuver area requests on Fort Bliss Form 88 (see Appendix 4 this annex) for subordinate units at least 45 days in advance of training area/facility is desired.  Requests will include the following:



(1)  Identification of training facility to include UTM grid coordinates, maneuver area and sub-sectors required.



(2)  Approximate number of personnel/vehicles to be maneuvering.



(3)  Inclusive dates units will be in the field.



(4)  Where and when a blackout road march, if required, is to be held.    



(5)  Where and when pyrotechnics, if required, are to be utilized.



(6)  General scenario of activities planned.



(7)  Other pertinent data not included on USAADACENFB Form 88.


b.  Major subordinate commanders will notify Range Scheduling immediately when previously scheduled requests are cancelled or changed.  Changes and/or cancellations will be submitted IAW paragraph 16, Section III, this SOP.


c.  Failure to use any range that has been scheduled for several days in succession will cause that range to be cancelled for the remainder of the week in which the “No Show” occurred. 


d.  Use of McGregor Range as a maneuver area:



(1)  Normally, McGregor Range maneuver areas 9 thru 28 will be used only for small units with vehicle travel restricted to established roads and trails.  



(2)  On McGregor Range (Maneuver areas 9 - 32) the delicate ecological balances required to sustain the Mesa (area east of the rimrock and north of New Mexico Highway 506), prohibits both tracked and wheeled vehicles except wheeled vehicles on roads and trails in this area.  Exceptions may be authorized by the Commander, CAS Bn for the purpose of essential patrols, preparation of firebreaks, and emergency.

5.  Coordination.  Using units will establish liaison with McGregor Range Control during the period they are using range facilities or maneuver areas.  When more than one unit is scheduled in a particular maneuver area, the scheduled units will coordinate their activities to preclude mutual interference.  Using units will not permit co-use of their assigned maneuver areas without coordination with Range Scheduling, 569-9247/9248.

6.  Clearing Maneuver Areas.


a.  Units using the maneuver areas are required to remove all refuse generated during field exercises.  Units on the move will remove small arms training ammunition and other training devices upon the completion of the training exercise and prior to requesting maneuver area clearance.  Care should be exercised to Ensure explosive training devices actually detonate.  Unexploded training devices should be retrieved or marked for later retrieval.


b.  Personnel will be briefed on the requirement to retain and properly dispose of refuse, and will be provided the means to contain refuse.  It is recommended that during normal resupply operations, refuse be picked up by supply vehicles and returned to rear areas.  Plastic bags available through supply channels can be used for storing refuse.  Nothing will be buried.


c.  Using commands will check maneuver areas for police in areas utilized.  Police will include removal of refuse previously left in the area unless a responsible unit can be identified in which case the responsible unit will be tasked to police old refuse.  Units permitting co-use of their assigned areas retain responsibility for police of all refuse generated by that unit.  
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d.  Upon completion of the field exercises, the using command will report to S3, CAS Bn the areas used during the exercise and will coordinate for a CAS Bn representative to conduct a joint inspection of the areas used.  The joint inspection may be conducted by helicopter.  Approval from CAS Bn will be required prior to the using unit being released from responsibility for the maneuver area.  Joint inspection by ground vehicles will be accepted if helicopters cannot be obtained.

7.  Use of Pyrotechnics.


a.  All uses of pyrotechnics and high power searchlights will be conducted north of pipeline road running from CF715347 to CF857230 (Maneuver Areas 1B and 2E).


b.  Units utilizing pyrotechnics and high powered searchlights south of pipeline road running from CF715347 to CF857230 is prohibited.


c.  Units utilizing pyrotechnic devices in authorized areas will terminate use of such devices anytime aircraft are observed or heard approaching the unit's location.  The unit will accomplish this utilizing air guards posted prior to start of exercise.


d.  Units desiring the use of pyrotechnic devices north of pipeline road must submit Fort Bliss Form 88 to S-3, CAS Bn, Range Scheduling IAW procedures outlined in Annex E, appendix 5.
