DOCUMENTATION REQUIRED: None
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1. Effective 1 May 2000, shipping and storage of any type propane tanks, to include those that have been purged and certified, in a member’s personal property (household goods or unaccompanied baggage) shipment is not authorized.  Carriers will not accept propane tanks as part of Government Procured shipments arranged on and after the 1 May 2000 date.  “Government Procured” does not include Do-It-Yourself (DITY) moves, which are packed and transported by the individual; however, that person assumes any risk associated with the movement, i.e. a tank explosion.

2. Shipments already picked up and located either at the local agents warehouse, in Storage-In-Transit (SIT), Nontemporary storage (NTS), or enroute to final destination, will be transported for final delivery.  Additionally, any agreement between the ITO/member and carrier for shipping of PURGED/CERTIFIED propane tanks prior to 1 May 2000, is authorized.

3. The Transportation Office has contacted several local propane dealers, concerning disposal procedures.  It is illegal to dispose of propane tanks by placing them in the trash, so it is recommended that they be turned in to one of the local propane dealers who will dispose of them in accordance with governing ordinances.  The following dealers will pay for the tanks, dependent upon condition:

a. SUPRO ENERGY – 8918 Gateway East, $10 for each tank they accept.

b. BOB’S PROPANE – 10289 Dyer Street, $12.50 for each tank they accept.

c. HORIZON TUBES & HOSES – 9426 Montana Avenue, up to $18 for each tank they accept.  
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
