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When a soldier is returned to Fort Bliss for medical treatment:

1. Arrival at El Paso International Airport:  Call Staff Duty NCO at 568-5098 for transportation to the Medical Hold Detachment (MEDHOLD DET).

2. Arrival by POV:  Report to MEDHOLD DET Office, building 2445.  After normal duty hours, report to Staff Duty NCO, 568-5098.  The Staff Duty will provide you with detailed information.  

3. Soldiers need to have copies of their MOB orders, profiles, and any other medical documentation when they report.  They will receive a welcome packet and newcomer’s orientation.

4. Soldiers will be sent to the William Beaumont Army Medical Center (WBAMC) Patient Administration Division (PAD) as soon as possible.  They meet the Case Manager at the Consolidated Troop Medical Clinic (CTMC) and receive further orientation.

5. Billeting is assigned and linen issued by the 5035th GSU S-4, 568-2512.

6. Soldiers’ military clothing (OCIE and Initial Issue) inventory will be conducted by the 5035th GSU MEDHOLD DET Supply Section representative to insure they have adequate clothing for their stay at Fort Bliss.  Identified shortages will be issued and/or purchased by the individual.

7. Soldiers will be tasked assignments based upon their MOS, personal skills, and within the limits of their profile.  

8. The Soldiers reported directly to Fort Bliss and have not had the opportunity to visit their family; arrangements can be made.  The Soldier can request for a pass or submit a leave request.  All requests will be reviewed and approval is based on case by case by the commander.
